Comments in the Lake Bavaria Boat Access New Business

0ld Business: (6:32p.m.)

A. Aerator Operation Guidelines/Policy -

Walsh went over the Draft of the Aeration Policy -
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Purpose - Establishes a procedure for operating aeration equipment in a safe and cost effective and
responsive manner for Eagle Lake.

Responsibility — Aerating operation on Eagle Lake will be a responsibility of Carver County.

Policy - Carver County Board authorizes Parks Department to obtain permits, manage and operate an
aeration system at Eagle Lake.

Guiding Principles - communicate with public, follow applicable laws, work to maintain oxygen levels
and provide routine monitoring of aerating system.

Procedure for Installation and Operation - Submit permit to DNR, prepare equipment, post notice of intent
to operate aerators, monitor dissolved oxygen at the first and third weeks of operation beginning in
January, install signage, installation of aerators on or before February 1st, monitor aeration systems with
completion of inspection checklist, respond to inspection report by the DNR, analyze aeration system
inspection reports completed by maintenance staff, remove aerators and signage when condition allows.

Comments:

Karki commented that the policy looks good and concurs on what we have discussed in last meeting.

Manders - What group is doing the monitoring of oxygen levels, Staff comments that the Carver County Water
and Land oversees the testing of the water.

Park Commission Recommends policy, Dobratz motions to approve, Aasen seconds, all approve the
recommendation.




B. Lake Minnewashta Conceptual Designs -
Boat Launch Area:

Walsh showed the latest revision of the boat landing, after receiving additional input from the Minnehaha
Creek Watershed District about making accommodations for AIS inspections. The suggestions are that we
include a tie down area, compost bin area for removed vegetation, boat preparation area. We also had
discussion with the City of Chanhassen regarding handicapped parking. The revised design includes 35 vehicle
trailer stalls plus two additional vehicle with trailer parking stalls for handicapped for a total of 37 vehicle with
trailer parking stalls.

This a conceptual plan and we don’t have a grading plan, in the next couple weeks we should get from our
consultant a engineers estimate on cost, to see if the amount matches our construction desires, which include
the main park road, bypass lane, boat access redevelopment road to the dog park, shop maintenance area. Our
hope is to do most of the work and if there is not enough funds, at least grade the boat access for future paving
when funds available.

Comments:
Manders - Does the 35 parking spots include single vehicle parking, Staff responded that there are 8 additional
vehicle without trailer parking stalls identified. ‘

Karki - Asked if the launch area was a double launch with dock access on both sides, Staff- the concept looks
like that, but we are not to that point in the planning. We have not decided on the launch area, we will be
making decisions as we go further along on what we want to do with the launch area.

Hermann - is there any ASI inspections in this area now? Staff - this is where we are doing those inspections in
this area now.

Dobratz - is there enough space, Staff there should be enough space, the site is not designed for a permanent
decontamination area.

Manders - what is the guesstimate on parking now in that area, Staff - about 14 - 17.

Entrance area: ,
Walsh showed an altered concept for the entryway, will tweak to get a final design. One of the changes was for
outbound traffic - Maintenance staff had some comments on things they would like to see with the concept plan
with curbs, straightening out the road. We will work with consultant to come up with a final design.
Comments:
Dobratz - Are we still debating having the gate house in the center or side, Staff - we are leaning on having it
in the middle (center island) of the coming and going traffic.

Hermann - On Hwy 41 is there a left hand turn lane, Staff - yes there is a turn lane coming into the park.

New Business: (6:53p.m.)

A. Designated Areas for Alcohol (Beer and Wine) Consumption

Walsh presented to park commission the County ordinance on alcohol use in the parks, Park staff would like to
reaffirm the designated areas where malt liquor and wine can be consumed in park areas.

Past practice has been to allow for the consumption of malt liquor and wine in park areas which can be
reserved for private use. The areas include: Individual camping sites, picnic shelters and the immediate area
adjacent to the picnic shelter, Community room and adjacent deck area.




What staff is asking from the Park Commission recommend to the County Board the designated areas for
consumption of malt liquor and wine.

Comments:
Karki - Would someone that came to the park and sat at a table that was not in a designated area would they be
in violation - Staff —technically that would be in violation, we don’t really monitor it that closely.

Hermann - is this posted at the parks, Staff - thinks that the beaches have signs, but not in other areas.

Manders - Is it more difficult to say where to have it oppose where not to have it. Staffit is easier to post
where to have it and that is why the policy is written the way it is.

Dobratz - Do we want to have something about glass in the campgrounds or do we care about it? Staff- we
haven’t really got in to that yet, but is has not been a problem.

Dobratz - would not be in favor of inspecting ever cooler that came through the gate, Staff - that is something
we don’t want to get into.

Karki - recommend they approve the policy as written, Trick seconds the motion, all approve.

B. Permitting County Operated programs involving Archery, Atle Atle, BB Guns or Similar Guns

Walsh presented to Park Commission County Ordinance for policy of use of Bows, BB Guns, Atle Atle in the
park as part of programs lead by park staff or Boy & Girls scout troops that bring in own instructors.

Staff would like to reaffirm with the County Board that the Parks Department offers programs in archery, Atle
Atle and can be involved with other firearms for the recreation programs which it offers. Staff request that the
Board designate or approve the use of firearms by the County Park Department for recreation programs in
areas and at times designated by the Director.

The language of policy states no firearms allowed in the park except for purpose designated by the Board in
areas and at times designated by the Director.

Comments:
Manders - what are the BB Guns used for, Staff the Boy & Girls scouts bring in instructors to teach gun safety,
target practice.

Is there a reason for prohibiting employees from carrying, Staff - [ think that has to do with public relations.

We give the boys scouts very strict guidelines when in the park using the BB Guns, it is more of a class room
setting and not something that is concealed.

Myron - the way that it is written, you can’t even come into the parking lot.

Dobratz - Suggest that language state something like “weapons are allowed in parks for programming and
events”

What we are affirming is that we can have firearms in the park as part of programming; the language on the
policy is county language for general overall policy.

Lots of discussion on weapons policy - If the Park Commission wants to make language change for the whole
policy that is something for a different time.

Park Commission recommends weapons for use in the parks as part of a Park Program.
Dobratz Motions, Trick seconds, all approve.




C. Lake Bavaria Boat Access- Cooperative Plank Agreement — Public Input

Walsh presented to the Commission an agreement with the DNR to supply concrete planking and the expertise
to install the planking for improving the boat access ramp at Lake Bavaria Boat Access. The County would be
responsible for other materials such as aggregate base material, supply the labor and equipment to install.
Additionally other consideration that the DNR requests is no restriction on horse power or boat size at the
access and that the access is open 16 hours a day.

Some of the concerns from Neighbors are the boats power loading, and the access being difficult to load and
unload boats. An email from Mr. Kraft (neighbor) is if we sign the agreement, would the State put more
restrictions on the access is one of his concerns.

Comments from Public and Commission:

Mr. Fink - Lives in the Chevalle development, is excited about boat launch but there is so much sediment that
there is problems loading and unloading their boats. He is in favor of the planking of the access. He lived on
another lake that used the same planking and was satisfied with the work.

Dobratz - do you have concerns on horsepower and access being open for the 16 hours a day?
Mr. Fink has no concerns.

Manders - what is power loading? Aasen - the boater guns it to get their boats onto the trailer.
Walsh - Did not see what size of the plank would be used, there could be some variance to size of planking.

Mr. Kraft - He is not opposed or in favor of the repair, there would be advantage to improving it. From the
association standpoint is that we don’t introduce other inhibitors to the lake with future controls of aquatic we
don’t know where that is going to lead but we are concerned about the provisions of items 6, 7, and 8 in the
agreement with the DNR. He does not know why those items would be put into this agreement. He thinks
these items complicate the agreement.

Walsh - DNR cannot do things unless authorized, he thinks that what is written in the contract is part of state
policy. He did send an email to the DNR to clarify and to see if they could omit or modify the agreement has not
heard back from them. He thinks that what is written and part of state statue and cannot be changed or
modified. But he does not have confirmation from the DNR yet.

Mr. Kraft - Just another reason for the state to impose more regulation, we are just trying to make it easier for
people to launch their boats. His argument is not with the County but with the DNR for imposing more
restrictions on boat access. He doesn’t know why the DNR has to be involved, other than them having the
materials.

Walsh - We are not required to improve the access we are responding to the complaints and what we can do to
fix it.

Aasen - We are getting planks for free what about the other costs? - Staff said we have the ability to take on the
task with in house personnel. What we don’t have the expertise to lay it out properly. The DNR would
provide us with the proper installation. We would schedule the installation when we have our seasonal staffin
place around June,

Could we look into purchasing planks from a private manufacture? Staff - yes we could but we don’t have the
expertise to install them.

Karki - what boaters are most concerned about is having the ramp level with the water.




Karki - Said the DNR are going to have a say on how they are installed, even if you buy the planks from them.
Kraft - We would like to find out the cost of product before we jump into an agreement, so we can look into
other options.

Trick - If we wait for more information, is that going to hinder the timeline to get something done?
Park Commission suggested they table until they can get more information on the agreement.

Manders motion to table, Hermann second all approved.

Staff Reports (7:58p.m.)

A. Yearend Recreation Report:
Staff presented PowerPoint on the 2013 Outdoor Recreation Programming - Points on the presentation are:

> Partnerships with other park agencies: Waconia, Chanhassen, Chaska, Victoria, Carver, NYA Community Ed,
Watertown-Mayer Community Ed.

> Outdoor Recreation - Archery, Geocaching, Paddling, Day Camps, Survival Skills, Atl Atl, Campground
programs.

> Private Program Bookings - Girl and Boy Scouts, Birthday parties, School Groups.

> Special Events - Santa in the Park, Candlelit Ski events, Maple Syrup tours and open house, Camping with
the stars, Beach Bash, Chili cook-off, DRT Phase II grand opening, LMP paved trail grand opening, and 1st
ever PW Division Adventure Course.

» Approximately 2,627 people partook in programming and events in 2013

Goals are to increase indoor and outdoor recreation opportunities, increase awareness of Park & Trail system,
Build upon recreation trends and public desires, expand partnerships and collaborations.

Comments:
Dobratz - how does working with the community groups work, Staff - they pay for our staff expenses. Dobratz -
Have we ever thought of corporate events - Staff - Absolutely we would do that.

Manders - with the Community Ed groups what kind of joint activities do we currently have, Staff - Archery,
Paddling - Manders are they summer programs or year round, Staff - it is a mix with the indoor and outdoor
archery programs.

Our goal is to get people into the park!

B. Campground QOperations:

Staff presented PowerPoint on Baylor Park Caretakers and reevaluating our procedures - Points of the
presentation are:

» What others are doing - None of the metropolitan counties utilize Caretakers in their Park areas. McCloud
County hires Caretakers for campground/park needs. Other parks systems hire campground
operators/managers for season; also utilize FT & PT staff for campground needs.

> Current Arrangement - Caretakers provide routine duties to County (Campground operations, on-going
park presence, opening/close park gate, ski rentals, programming and special events, community room
operations). Caretakers receive discounted rent or no-rent for Caretaker house.

» Next Steps - Continue thinking on possible caretaker/host arrangement. Meet with employee relations to
better align caretaker arrangement and employee relations requirements. Meet with caretakers and
execute new arrangement.

Staff wanted to let the Park Commission know that we might be changing the way we run the campground, see if
the county is still ok with the bartering system and if not we will need to come up with another way.




Comments:
Karki - commented that there might be some issues with reporting with the IRS and liability insurance, Staff yes it
could get a bit messy.

Dobratz - can see why we want something a little more formalized, Staff - it worked 20 years ago when the camp
ground was not as busy. We are very happy with the caretakers; we did let them know that there may be some
changes.

C.  Trail Pavement Management Plan:
Staff Presented PowerPoint of the case studies of what other Parks and Cities are doing to maintain the trails in
their communities what type of preservation they use, to help us with coming up with a pavement management for
out trail system.
» Three Rivers Park District - Slurry seal, Crack sealing and filling, Chip sealing.
» Stearns County Parks - Crack filling, they will be starting a programing of fog sealing trails every five years
to help prolong the life of the trail.
» Schedule on Maintenance using Slurry Seal and Schedule Maintenance using Fog Seal and Sealcoat (chip
>

seal).
Recommendation for a schedule on trial maintenance over a 30 year span, by starting to put money aside
for future maintenance.

D. 2040 Regional Park Policy Planning Activity:

Met Council is starting it next round of a parks study on Parks and Bicycle trails using the following criteria:

i.  Parks
» Changing demographics
» Equity
> Recreational Activity trends
» Improving policy language
» Opportunity to update park and trail areas

ii.  Bicycle
> New
» Part of transportation system
» Incorporates Regional Trails
Comments:
Karki - are these trends valid nationally, Staff yes in the larger suburban areas.

Discussion on who is using our parks and the demographics of those people.
E. Southwest Regional Trail:

Pavement is done, seeding largely done and work has wrapped for the season, pavement deficiencies will be
repaired next spring.

F. Phase Il of the Dakota Rail Regional Trail:
There is still one area that is out of compliance so we will be taking a deduct from the contractor. That will wrap
up this project.

G.  Lake Minnewashta Park and TH 41 Trail: _
We have installed some additional drain tile requested by the City of Chanhassen, working to resolve gas line
issues.




H. Events and Activities:
Events upcoming is the Santa in the Park at Lake Minnewashta and ski sale at Baylor park on December 14th,
Ski rentals will also start this weekend. Trails are ready to go!

Commission Member Reports: (8:50p.m.)}

Dobratz - My three year term is up, after trying to find something that would work for her, she will not reapply for
Park Commission.

Aasen - is there cross country on the SW Regional Trail, Staff - we don’t prevent it on the trails.

Karki - There will be two openings for the Park Commission.

Karki - Waconia Lions Wild game feed first Saturday in February. He also stated he has enjoyed his time on the
park commission these past 5 years.

Old Business:
A) Lake Minnewashta Regional Park Conceptual Designs

We have spent much of our time discussing the entrance design and boat launch parking area. Work
was also done to provide preliminary cost estimates for other parking lots and roadways in the park.
This work will help provide some options for the 2014 construction project and provide information
which will be beneficial in future years for budgeting additional pavement projects in the park. A chart

summarizing the costs and indicating a proposed priority is provided below and more detailed
information is attached.

Estimated Costs

Main Park Road 1 $787,981.50

Grand Total | $1,807,884.90

Below are budgeted project funds for reconstructing roadways and parking lots at Lake Minnewashta
Regional Park. With the budgeted funds priorities 1 and 2 fall within the budgeted amount at an
estimated cost of $957,135.15.

Additional work has begun to further refine estimated costs through value engineering approaches. For
example, some work may be done by County forces such as trucking, some elements such as fencing,
pavement for boat launch, and retaining walls may be eliminated, and substitutions such as replacing
concrete curb with bituminous curb. Through a value engineering approach, other priorities may be
able to be included in the project.

Next steps include further refinement of preliminary cost estimates for priorities 1-5 through value
engineering. Refining estimates for these priorities will allow us to consider project scope options and
possible bid alternates to bring the project within budget. It is not likely that we can stretch funding
beyond priority #5.

Further staff is proposing to obtain design, engineering, inspection service proposal from the consulting
engineer to develop plans and specifications for the work. The proposal would breakout services
needed for priorities 1-5.

Recommendation
It is recommended that a proposal for the development of plans and specifications and inspection
services be obtained, for priorities 1-5.

Lake Bavaria Boat Access -Cooperative Plank Agreement

At the December 11, 2013 meeting of the Park Commission, commission members tabled action on a
Cooperative Plank Agreement with the DNR for the Lake Bavaria Boat Access.

The stated concern was an the agreement with the DNR for the boat access planking may not allow for
the County to have an aquatic invasive species inspection program at the lake access that would direct
boaters first to an inspection area before entering the lake or some other procedure.

Questions were asked if the agreement could be modified. A DNR Representative has stated that
pertaining to hours of use (Paragraph 6) and restrictions of horse power (Paragraph 7) that these items
are not negotiable. Concerning paragraph 8, the DNR is not objecting to signage that might include the
name of a homeowners organization, they may just request cost participation for the increase in cost
for printing or sizing of the sign.

Another question concerned the size of the planking to be used. It was mentioned that larger planking
has been used on other public boat accesses. The DNR representative has stated that in some areas
larger plank has been used in sites where conditions warrant the use. Having been to the site, the DNR
representative is not recommending larger plank (5'x12’), it does not appear that conditions would
warrant this consideration and standard plank (1'x12’) would be used.

Further staff was requested to find out what the value is for DNR material and services. Having
research the cost of planking, shipping and providing some value for expertise, the estimated value is
$8,000 if 50 planks are used.

The proposed Cooperative Plank Agreement was in response to several complaints concerning the
boat access at Lake Bavaria. There is not an improved ramp into the lake and boaters have had a
difficult time launching and retrieving boats at the access.




The DNR has a program which would supply concrete planking and the expertise to install the planking
for an improved boat access ramp. If the agreement with the DNR for concrete planking is approved,
the County would be responsible for other materials such as aggregate base material, supply the labor
and equipment to install.

Staff's recommendation to enter into the Cooperative Plank Agreement was in response to complaints,
and as a way of minimizing costs to the County for the improvement. The County Board is not
considering a different inspection service for Lake Bavaria and has directed staff to provide a similar
service at Lake Bavaria as provided in 2013. It is not known if the agreement would hinder any future
County inspection services.

Paragraph 11 of the agreement states the following:

The State reserves the right to reclaim the concrete planks if the ramp is not installed or maintained in a
manner consistent with State standards and practices. Before any such removal, the State shall
provide the County thirty (30) days written notice during which time the County may correct the
situation.

The County is not required to install the planking or improve the access.

Attached is the Cooperative Plank Agreement for the commission’s consideration.

Recommendation:

It is requested that the Park Commission make recommendation to the County Board approving of a
submittal for a Cooperative Plank Agreement with the DNR.

This letter shall serve as an agreement between the State of Minnesota, Department of Natural
Resources, hereinafter referred to as the “State”, and Carver County Parks, hereinafter referred to
as the “County” to allow the State to provide the County with approximately 50 small concrete
planks and connectors to be used in the construction of a boat launching ramp at the following
location:

Lake Bavaria Public Water Access in Carver County

The State will participate in this project when this letter is signed and if the following items are
met:

1) The County is the owner of the described property and has the lawful right and authority to enter into the
Agreement as shown on the attached deed and map and incorporated into this agreement as Exhibit A.

2) The State will deliver the concrete planks to site for installation.

3) The ramp will be constructed according to the attached specifications (State File SDG.00030, Sheet 14).

4) All additional construction materials (rock) will be provided by the County according to the attached

specifications (State File SDG.00030, Sheet 14a) and at no cost to the State of Minnesota.

5) The County shall be responsible for applying for a U.S. Corps of Engineers permit (if required) to work in
protected Waters and for complying with any State and Federal laws, regulations, rules and ordinances
which may apply to them in connection with the development of the public access ramp. A State Public
Waters permit is not needed if the criteria in Minnesota Rules Chapter 6115.0210 are met (see attached).
No work shall proceed until the necessary permits are obtained.

6) The access must be open and free to the public for at least 16 hours a day between the hours of 4 a.m. and
midnight or from dawn to dusk, except in emergency situations or with the prior written consent of the
State.

7 The access shall have no launch restrictions placed upon boat size or engine horsepower except as adopted

through surface use zoning regulations.

8) The State shall erect a sign stating that the Public Access facilities are a cooperative undertaking by the
County and the Department of Natural Resources.

9) The State reserves the right to inspect the premises at all times to insure that the County is in compliance
with the terms of this Agreement.

10) The County shall undertake the maintenance and upkeep of the premises and will keep the same in a
reasonably sanitary, neat and safe condition.




11) The State reserves the right to reclaim the concrete planks if the ramp is not installed or maintained in a
manner consistent with State standards and practices. Before any such removal, the State shall provide the
County thirty (30) days written notice during which time the County may correct the situation.

12) Neither the State of Minnesota nor any of its officers, agents, or employees shall be liable on account of

any claim, demand or cause of action made or brought by reasons of any alleged act or omission of the
County. This policy shall be in force for the duration of the project and subsequent use of the facility.

13) No work shall proceed until this agreement has been signed by the appropriate County and Department of
Natural Resources personnel.

14) This agreement shall run with the land and bind any and all successors of the County.

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CHAPTER 6115
DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES
PUBLIC WATER RESOURCES
(Extracted from Minnesota Rules 2002)

6115.0150 PURPOSE AND STATUTORY AUTHORITY.

The purpose of parts 6115.0150 to 6115.0280 is to provide

for the orderly and consistent review of permit applications in
order to conserve and utilize the water resources of the state
in the best interest of its people. In deciding whether to
issue permits, the department is guided by the policies and
requirements declared in Minnesota Statutes, sections 103A.201,
103A2.208; 103F. 101, 103F.105, 103F.205, 103FE.351, 103G.297,
103G.305, and 116D.04.

The proposed development must also be consistent with the

goals and objectives of applicable federal, state, and local
environmental quality programs and policies, including but not
limited to shoreland management, floodplain management, water
surface use management, boat and water safety, wild and scenic
rivers management, water quality management, recreational or
wilderness management, critical areas management, scientific and
natural areas management, and protected species management.

6115.0210 STRUCTURES IN PUBLIC WATERS.

Subpart 1. Goals. It is the goal of the department to

limit the occupation of public waters by offshore
navigational facilities, retaining walls, and other structures
in order to:

A. preserve the natural character of public waters
and their shorelands;

B. provide a balance between the protection and
utilization of public waters; and

C. encourage the removal of existing structures which

do not serve the public interest from the beds of public
waters at the earliest practicable date.

Subp. 2. Scope. This part applies to the placement,
construction, reconstruction, repair, relocation, abandonment,
or removal of any structure placed on or in public waters.

Subp. 3. (Deleted from this document for brevity)

Subp. 4. No permit required. No permit is required for
the following activities, unless prohibited under subpart 3:

to construct or reconstruct a boat launching ramp

B
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(1) privately owned ramps do not exceed 12 feet
in width and do not extend more than ten feet beyond the
shoreline or into water more than four feet in depth, whichever



is less. Excavations five cubic yards or less, and placement of
up to five cubic yards of crushed rock, gravel, clean sand, or
small stone are allowed to provide a stable base or maintain use
of the ramp;

(2) publicly owned ramps do not exceed 36 feet in

width and do not extend more than 30 feet waterward of the
shoreline or into water more than four feet in depth, whichever
is less. Excavations of 200 cubic yards or less, and placement
of up to 80 cubic yards of crushed rock, gravel, clean sand, or
small stone are allowed to provide a stable base or maintain use
of the ramp. The use of coffer dams constructed of metal sheet
piling or other portable materials is allowed to construct and
maintain public boat launching ramps if all materials are
completely removed from public waters within 30 days of
completion of the project;

(3) the ramp is constructed of gravel, natural
rock, concrete, steel matting, or other durable inorganic
material not exceeding seven inches in thickness; and

(4) the ramp is not located on a federally
designated wild and scenic river; or
