Citizens Academy is designed to provide an opportunity for the Sheriff’s 

Office to educate its citizens about the law enforcement agency that serves their community, and allow its citizens 

to experience a unique perspective of law enforcement. 
 

The goals of the program are to educate citizens about law enforcement policies, practices and difficulties; 

continue to expand on the positive partnership that the Carver County Sheriff’s Office has with its citizens, and 

promote comradery among the participants and the Sheriff’s Office. 
 

The program will meet every Thursday from 6:00PM to 9:00PM, starting Thursday, September 19th and 

concluding with a graduation ceremony on Thursday, December 5, 2019.  Citizens Academy will not take place 

on Halloween or Thanksgiving. Citzens Academy will be held in various locations and cover many topics such as:
